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STAGE 1 ENTRY

INTRODUCTION

We want to encourage entries from as many companies as possible covering a range of
different types of site and restoration schemes. While we need you to provide sufficient
information to demonstrate the merits of your entry we do not want this to be an overly
bureaucratic and demanding exercise. Therefore, we encourage you, at this initial stage,
to consider if you have a site that you feel demonstrates good practice in terms of
restoration — which may include both the process and outcome — and to provide basic
details including:

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STAGE 2:

We will then refine the entry process and come back to you so that
you can submit just the critical additional details by the closing
date of FRIDAY 12TH APRIL 2024.

At this stage additional information may be required including:

® A more detailed site plan with red line indicating clearly the
area being entered for an award.

@ A letter from the Mineral Planning Authority confirming
compliance with planning requirements.

WHO CAN ENTER?

@ Entry is open to all members of the MPA who may submit any
number of entries in a given year.

® Joint entries are welcomed where restoration has been
achieved in partnership with other bodies such as a
conservation organisation or local authority.

® Entries may relate to contemporary or long-standing sites and
to logical phases within larger permissions.

® Schemes from previous years can be resubmitted as long
as clear progress or additional features and benefits can be
demonstrated.

WHAT ARE THE RULES?

® Entries for completed restoration schemes may be submitted
for completed sites or logical phases.

@® Recognition of achievement will be considered for restoration
of all or part of the area covered by the planning permission
relating to the restoration scheme, with each case being
considered on its own merits.

® To be eligible, each project submitted must have complied
with all relevant planning conditions/agreements, or be able
to satisfy the judges that it complies with subsequently agreed
amendments.

® In completed restoration schemes, the restoration process must
have been substantially completed and be of sufficient maturity
to indicate lasting success. Any outstanding restoration work
should be capable of being completed within 12 months of the
awards submission.

® In Planned schemes, the restoration scheme should have been
approved and accompany a planning permission, and can be
yet to start or to have started, but not yet be completed.

@ Sites entered for previous awards will be subject to a
re-examination of any previously entered areas covered by
the same planning permission or restoration scheme. Only if
satisfied with the ongoing care of those areas will the judge
consider recommending a further award.

@ If still within an aftercare period, entrants must be able to
supply evidence to show that there is an appropriate aftercare
programme and implementation procedure in place.

@ If the entry site has passed out of its control, the entrant
company must demonstrate that it has taken all reasonable
steps to ensure that the land and facilities are properly cared
for. In such instances, it is preferable for the entry to be a joint
one with the new owner.

As a consequence of budget pressures, the way the 2024 entries are
assessed and considered is likely to change compared to previous
years. Similarly, the way any event held to support the awards is
conducted should also be expected to change. Further details of both
these developments will be communicated to members in Q1 2024.
